Individual Employment Counseling and Support: Support from
a professional employment counselor to identify skills and
career goals, update durable and digital skills, update a resume,
refresh interviewing techniques, identify job leads, and make
connections with hiring employers. 
Career Training and Skill Development: Free workshops and
trainings that build in-demand skills in high-demand fields, lead
to certifications or employer-recognized credentials, and help
people prepare for and find their next job opportunity. 
Connections to Resources and Financial Assistance: For
participants with limited financial resources, we’ll make
connections that can help meet certain expenses while
preparing for a career and seeking employment.
